	Additional tuition and fee information

	
	· Full tuition is due August 1, 2012.  A discount of $100.00 per student will be given if tuition is paid in full.

	
	· Incarnation is pleased to continue the policy of allowing tuition to be paid over a ten month period due on the 
first of the month (8/1/2012 to 5/1/2013) without an interest charge. 
· The Parish Accounting Office will provide payment coupons.
· Tuition is due the first of every month. A grace period is granted to the 10th of the month. 
· All payments need to be mailed or delivered to the Parish Accounting Office or by electronic funds transfer.. 
· Do not send payments in a child’s backpack or to the school office.

· A $25.00 late fee will be an assessed after the 10th if the tuition payment is not received in the Parish 
Accounting Office.
· All returned checks will be assessed $35.00.
· If your tuition is not current by the 10th of the month, your child’s grades will not be available by Grade Quick or 
Report Card until the 10th of the following month per Diocesan policy.

	
	· Parents will not be allowed to attend August registration until all tuition and fee accounts are current.
· Students will not be allowed to begin classes each semester unless tuition accounts are current.
· If there is a financial hardship, please contact the parish accounting office for financial assistance information.

	Refund Policy

	
	All fees including application, registration, and student fees are non- refundable regardless 
of when a student withdraws.

	a.
	If a student withdraws between June 1, 2012 and June 30, 2012, 10% of the total 12-13 tuition will be due. ****

	b.
	If a student withdraws between July 1, 2012 and July 31, 2012, 20% of the total 12-13 tuition will be due. **** 

	c.
	If a student withdraws between August 1, 2012 and the 45th day of class, 25% of the total 12-13 tuition 
will be due, All other tuition will be refunded.****

	d.
	If a student withdraws after the 45th day of class, tuition will be pro-rated for a ten month period beginning in
August and ending in May.  Tuition will be prorated on a full month once the student has been in
attendance for any part of the month.

	
	Per Diocesan Policy—Students who withdraw with a balance due cannot have any academic records or
 transcripts forwarded to any other academic institution.

Financial Aid 
Limited annual awards of financial aid are available to Incarnation parish families. Families who seek tuition assistance or
financial aid from the parish are required to complete the Private School Aid Service (PSAS) Student Aid Form by the appropriate published date.   Financial Aid does not cover fees. A new application must be submitted annually.  You may pick up an application at either the parish or school admissions office.

Guidelines for the 2012-2013 School Year

The tuition rate for all Catholic Parish and Diocesan Schools is approved by the Catholic Schools Office and Bishop J. Terry Steib. When determining Incarnation’s tuition rates, a “Level 1” in-parish rate is given to those families who are registered in and contributing parishioners of Incarnation parish according to the following guidelines:

1. The child is a baptized Catholic and must have been baptized prior to being registered in school.  Children of catechetical age (grades 1-8) who wish to be baptized into Catholic Faith MUST participate in the Rites of Christian Initiation for Children (RCIC) for at least one year and will be baptized, confirmed and receive the Eucharist at the Easter Vigil in accordance with the expectations of the Magisterium of the Roman Catholic Church.

2. The family who has legal custody of the student is registered as a member of Incarnation parish.

3. The family of the student participates in Sunday and Holy Day liturgies at Incarnation parish.

4. The family of the student contributes by check or envelope to Incarnation’s weekly offertory collection to help with parish expenses and/or the debt retirement campaign (tuition payments excluded). The contributions must have been consistent and regular for a minimum of seven months prior to school registration and continue through the entire fiscal year.                   
5. Support should be on a consistent basis, whether weekly or monthly.  A contribution now and then or once every few months is not considered consistent. Support is not determined by how much one may donate to the parish but must be consistent and verifiable. If a family has recently moved to Memphis from another area, documentation of church support must be provided by the family’s former parish. Any exception from Level 2 tuition must be determined by the Pastor.
6. The family of the student is involved in Incarnation Parish activities (not just school activities) by the contribution of time and talent through the annual Parish Stewardship Appeal for prayer and ministry. Stewardship is a way of life in our parish.

7. A family that does not meet the above guidelines must first register as members of Incarnation parish and establish themselves as active parishioners in order to qualify for “Level 1 tuition rates at registration for the following school year.

8. All students from other Parishes in the Diocese are welcome to attend Incarnation Catholic School at the Level 2 tuition rates, if a Parish Affiliation Form is completed.

9.  Application, Registration, and Student Fees are in addition to established tuition rates.
10.  Parents in need of financial assistance are encouraged to participate in scholarship programs such as MOST.  Families from Incarnation Parish, who seek tuition assistance or financial aid from the parish, are required to complete the application process.  No financial aid applications from returning students can be accepted after April 1st.  Applying for financial aid requires an ICS Application completed PSAS 2012-2013 Student Aid Form with required tax year documentation.
