State of Tennessee New Immunization Requirements 
for 2010-2011 School Year

The Tennessee Department of Health (TDOH) has issued new immunization rules and is issuing a new Official Certificate that is required for entry into school effective July 1, 2010.  All newly required vaccines are routinely recommended for all children: most children should have already received them.  There will now be only one official TDOH certificate of immunization that must be filled out by medical providers for children entering Pre-kindergarten, Kindergarten, 7th grade, or as a new student.  The form is only available from a private healthcare provider or local health department.

For children enrolling in Kindergarten, additional doses of existing vaccines are now required.
· Poliomyelitis (IPV or OPV) (final dose on or after fourth birthday)
·  Varicella (2 doses or history of disease)
·  Hepatitis A (2 doses, effective July 1, 2011).



All children entering 7th grade (including currently enrolled students) must show proof of two new immunizations: 
· Tetanus-diptheria-pertussis booster (Tdap)
·  Varicella (2 doses or history of disease).  
Proof of the two new immunizations is required on the new immunization certificate. 
All schools  must have the new, up to date student immunization certificates by October 1, 2010.
